Kelly Neighborhood Watch 
 
The Kelly Neighborhood Watch remains active and successful. Sheriff Livy 
Leavell reported that due to the active participation of the citizens of Kelly that 
crime had decreased in the community. 

 
The Crofton Community held a Neighborhood Watch Training on Tuesday, November 1, 
2011.   CPT Chris Miller, Certified Neighborhood Watch Trainer from the Christian County 
Sheriff's department presented the 2 hour Neighborhood Watch Tool kit training with more that 
100 Crofton residents in attendance. With Crofton onboard with Neighborhood Watch, their 
efforts will indirectly impact the Kelly community. The more thieves, drug users/dealers and 
other criminals are captured the less likely they will commit crimes in our communities. Soon 
the word will spread though the criminal grapevine that North Christian county is NOT the 
place for them to go and commit crime....that folks up there are fighting back!

What about those pain pills from your sprained ankle that you quit taking a month ago - are they still there, 

or did your sons friend steal them and sell them at school? Did these events really happen? Maybe! 

 

 Expired and/or unneeded drugs in your home could become an unknown drug problem. Many 

medications, prescriptions and over the counter, are ineffective after their expiration date. Some quit 

working, others break down and their chemical composition changes possibly making them dangerous to 

take. Do not assume the pain killers you took last year for a pulled muscle are still safe to take tomorrow for 

a sprained wrist. That is, assuming they are still there and were not stolen by a childs friend, the plumber or a 

neighbor. 

 

 The City of Hopkinsville has installed a drug disposal box in the lobby of the Police Department 

located at 112 W 1st St.  All residents of Hopkinsville and surrounding area are encouraged to drop off their 

expired and unneeded prescriptions or over the counter medications in this box for safe disposal. Labels need 

not be removed from the bottles. At this time, needles and liquid medications are not accepted. Daily, a 

police sergeant removes the pills from the box and turns them over to the police evidence clerk. The 

evidence clerk counts and records the pills and prepares them for destruction by incineration.  

 

 Upon examination of my own medicine shelf, I am ashamed to admit I found two expired 

prescriptions from a long forgotten injury. So, I decided to test the new drop off box. I am pleased to report 

that upon entering the lobby of the Police Dept, the box was easily visible and accessible. Instructions for 

disposal were clearly labeled. No one questioned me as to what was being disposed of. From car to disposal 

box and back to car would have took me less than 90 seconds. I will gladly give up 90 seconds of my time to 

help prevent a drug problem somewhere - will you? 

 

 I spoke with Paul Ray, Public information officer for the police department. He stated that the drug 

disposal box has been a great success. In the last 2 week time frame, over 2000 pills were dropped into the 

disposal box and kept off of the streets.  

 

 Many medications contribute to our nation's drug problem without being realized. Several drug 

problems we create for ourselves without realizing it. Drugs in your home, including legal prescriptions, 

should be checked weekly. If your prescriptions come up missing - investigate! If your prescriptions are 

expired - dispose of them properly. If you no longer need them - dispose of them properly. 

 

Safe Disposal of Medications could Save Lives 
 
Each year in the United States, more than 71,000 children aged 18 and younger are seen in emergency rooms for unintentional 
overdoses of prescription and over-the-counter drugs. 
More than three in five teens say prescription pain relievers are easy to get from parents’ medicine cabinets; half of teens say 
they are easy to get through other people’s prescriptions; and more than half say prescription pain relievers are “available 
everywhere.”

For the days leading up to the festival, residents could see posters and banners being placed. A 
stage was built and tents erected. Slowly vendors poured into our community. Suddenly the day 
of the festival was upon us. And what a wonderful surprise it was.  
For a mile around us, we were woken to the glorious music of the Living Spirit Gospel Center 
band, the first of several musical groups to take the WKDZ sponsored stage to keep us 
entertained throughout the day. Suddenly, cakes and pies were everywhere as neighbors 
entered the ‘1955 Era From Scratch’ Baking contest. Little Green children smiled and played 
while waiting for the Green Men costume contest to begin. Ceremonies officially began with a 
ribbon cutting, keynote speaker and a prayer. We proved our patriotism with the Pledge of 
Allegiance and a wonderful rendition of the National Anthem by Nashville Artist Kayla Nettles. 
Honored guest, Geraldine Sutton Stithe, told us the story of that night in 1955 as told to her by 
her father Lucky Sutton. 
 If one was to look around at this point, residents could be seen visiting any of many 
vendor booths. A variety of smells in the air wafted from the food vendors who offered 
everything from wood cooked BBQ, to pizza, burgers and nachos. Many folks were delighted to 
try the KCO’s own Brunswick style ‘Alien Stew’. The Kelly “Little Green Men” Days T-shirts were 
proudly worn and suddenly sold out! On the bleachers, families sat together enjoying a variety of 
music.  
From Black Cat Cadillac to The Drive On Band to local artists we were all entertained. Children 
and adults alike strained their necks to look as the 40 foot Holiday Limousine arrived to deliver 
the headliner musician, Tyler Matl. The teenage musician entertained us with his fresh, young 
version of moving country music and interacted with the young and young at heart. Tyler spent 
time after performing socializing with the community, sharing his story and high values and 
signing endless autographs. 
 As the day drew late, we were presented with the Glennie Lankford Outdoor Gospel Sing. 
Praises for the Lord could be heard from the stage and audience as music floated across the 
festival grounds. Along with local artists, we heard music from Blue Grace and the nationally 
known Ridge Runners. 
 With their vision of the festival being realized, the KCO was able to call the day a 
success. The plans for a community park, learning center and fire department sub-station were 
just a one step closer. Thoughts of next years festival were already forming ideas in their minds. 
 At the end of the day, the community smiled. Beyond the fact that they had just attended 
a fundraiser, heard awesome music and visited many vendor booths….the community residents 
and visitors came to a realization. The festival brought one thing that the community has been 
lacking….togetherness. Residents, separated by generations of time, smiled together and 
shared stories. Old friends were reacquainted. New friends were made. Out of town visitors 
promised a return. Local residents made plans for lunch together in the near future. A great day 
of fellowship was had by all. Little Green Men may have brought everyone together on that 
Saturday, but Pride in their community will keep them together from now on.

With the holiday season fast approaching, the 
Neighborhood Watch Program is concern 
with residential safety and awareness.  
 

Enjoy the Holiday Bustle - But Be Aware 

The end-of-year holiday season - with all its 
hustle and bustle - is fast approaching. With 
all the distractions and activity, we sometimes 
forget the basics for maintaining our safety on 
the streets and at home. Opportunity is the 
criminal's key to crime. By staying alert and 
following a few crime prevention tips, you can 
ensure a holiday season that is both happy 
and safe. A primary factor in crime prevention 
is being aware of our surroundings and 
potential areas of danger - thereby closing 
the criminal's window of opportunity. 

Busy shoppers can be targeted for purse 
snatching and other forms of street 
robbery. The malls are full of folks with money 
to spend. As we speed along, focused on 
getting through our treasure hunt, a criminal 
can size up a potential victim. 

¶ Outside of the mall, stick to well-lit, well-
traveled streets, walkways and parking 
areas - for both walking and parking. 

¶ Stay off the cell phone as you walk through 
parking lots and streets. It is a distraction 
that makes you vulnerable to robbers, and 
your cell phone itself is a tempting target. 

¶ Don't flash large amounts of cash or offer 
tempting targets for theft such as expensive 
jewelry or clothing. 

¶ Carry a purse or shoulder bag close to your 
body, not dangling by straps. Put a wallet in 
an inside pocket of your coat or front pants 
pocket. 

¶ Don't fumble for house or car keys. Have 
them in your hand, ready to use when you 
reach the door. 

Here are some additional tips to keep in mind 
regarding the car or house you've left behind 
while on your travels. 

¶ ALWAYS lock your car and residence, even 
if you are away for only a few moments. 

¶ Do NOT leave valuables - gifts, cell 
phones, purse or clothing - in open view in 
your car. Take valuables away with you, 
lock them in your trunk, or cover them in an 
unobtrusive way.  

¶ Leave lights turned on both inside and 
outside your residence after dark. Criminals 
don't like bright places. 

¶ If you will be away from home for several 
days, make arrangements for someone to 
pick up your mail and newspapers. An 
overstuffed mailbox is a sure sign that no 
one is home, and burglars are tempted to 
check those envelopes for holiday gifts that 
might be enclosed. 

¶ Don't dispose of those boxes or containers 
that the new computer or flat screen TV 
came in along the street. This will alert the 
criminal that new expensive items are in 
your home for them to steal. 

The Christian County Sheriff's Office hopes 
that by being aware and keeping these few 
tips in mind, crime won't take a toll on your 
holidays.
